2011-12 ATHLETIC PROGRAM REGISTRATION

For Incoming 4th-8th Graders 


It is time to register for all SJS Fall athletic programs.  We conduct registration for 2011-12 sports at this time because most of the leagues we are involved in must know our head count/# of teams by early September at the latest.   In addition, all girls' volleyball teams, flag football and crosscountry teams will start practices in August before school starts. 

Important Note for Girls Basketball - For safety reasons leagues do not allow earrings to be worn during games.  No exceptions.  If your daughter is planning to get her ears pierced be sure she can remove the earrings by November 1st.
If one or more of your children entering 4th-8th grade would like to participate in athletics next year please review the steps below to register.   

All forms due Wednesday June 1st  "Attn: SJAA Registration"
If you are unsure of your plans for next year please register your child now anyway so he/she is in the Athletics Database and you do not risk missing the deadline.  Children may not join a team once the pre-season starts.  No athletic fees are due at this time.  You will be billed at the end of August.  If you would like to opt out of a sport at that point you may note it on your athletic fees bill and adjust the bill accordingly. All bills must be paid by September 30th for your child to remain eligible for athletics.

Step 1) Review program information in the SJAA Handbook for School Families before making your decision to participate.  Answers to most of your questions related to the leagues, uniforms, gym rules, location of games, when to expect game and match schedules, etc. can be found in this handbook.  The AD will send initial practice schedule info, coach contact info and league schedules and rules as soon as they become available.  

Step 2) Complete the Registration Form
Step 3) Complete and return an Emergency and Consent Form for each student athlete.

Step 4) Review and sign the Athlete-Parent Agreement and Guidelines  (see below)
We have added important language to the Athlete-Parent Agreement & Guidelines in an effort to become a model school of good sportsmanship.  It is extremely important that all coaches, parents and student athletes be knowledgeable of the content of this agreement.   Please read the through the agreement with your child.  After reviewing the agreement all parents and guardians and each registered athlete must sign the signature page of the agreement.  Claiming Ignorance of content will not excuse coaches, parents or student athletes from being penalized for violations.  

Step 4) Plan to Attend a Mandatory Athletic Director - Parent Meeting for parents starting their first year in 4th-8th grade SJS extracurricular athletics.  It is also for any other parent who was not able to attend the in the past though their spouse did. Your child will be ineligible to compete without attendance by at least one parent.
